Line can be used to make various types of lines that help us create objects in 
art. These are:  

 
Real & Implied Lines: 
 Lines that are in artworks can control how your eye looks through the 

artwork. When you see a line your eye usually follows it. Lines can lead 
your eye into, around and out of visual images. 
 

Real Line: is a line that you can draw, 
or see. It is actually there in front of 
you. It may be an outline of a flower, 
the edge of a plate, or drawn line on a 
paper. It can be seen easily. 

Implied Line: is a line that you cannot 
see, it is invisible. This line is created by 
our eyes and is not actually drawn. We see 
implied lines by filling in spaces between 
objects, our eye makes a line.  

  

 
 
 

Line Type Definition Drawing 

Outline Lines made by the edge of an object or its 
silhouette 
 

 

Hatching 
Lines: 

Shading using closely spaced parallel 
lines, used to suggest value (lightness and 
darkness). 
 

 

Cross-
hatching 
Lines:  

Shade created by crossed parallel lines; 
used to suggest value (lightness and 
darkness). 
 

 



SHAPE: 
 
 When a line crosses itself or intersects with other lines it creates a 

shape. 
 A shape is a 2 dimensional object that has height and width by no depth.  

 
Geometric Shape Organic Shape 
These shapes are usually manmade.  
 Circles, Squares, rectangles and 

triangles. We see them in 
architecture and manufactured 
items.  

These shapes are found in nature.  
 Leaves, seashells, flowers etc… 

They are free flowing and 
irregular.

Dynamic Shapes Static Shapes 
These are shapes that appear to be 
moving. They give the feeling of 
energy and excitement

horizontally or vertically and they are 
stable – no movement. They give the 
feeling of peace and rest.
